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NECESSITY FOR CHANGE AND SPECIAL EDUCATION IN SCHOOLS

Thinking about my experiences during many years’ work with problematic young
people led to serious doubts regarding certain areas of traditional special education |
have been headmaster of a school right from its start and have seen many pupils come
and go. For 30 years, | have worked with teenagers, nearly all of whom have failed to
adjust to the standard educational system, and naturally, | have had a good many
thoughts on this subject.

Many of the problems | have come across relating to behavioral difficulties
proved that the school was the chief cause of them. It is apparent for all to see that
disparagement, being told that you are not as clever as others, getting bad marks, etc.
will do something to you as a person. We adults know that working people who get
unfavorable feedback and negative comments develop aggression, sabotage their job,
or leave it. Many of us would say that this sort of ongoing disparagement is a form of
persecution likely to cause mental damage. In educationist circles this is termed”social
and emotional difficulties™.

What we did to improve the situation was to employ the traditional special-
educational methods. First the so-called “cross-sectoral meeting”. This was attended
by six to seven adults plus the pupil, sometimes with a guardian. What the meeting
generally did was to describe all the trouble; note down all the lateness, the truancy,
the noise and disturbances in class, etc. The conclusion was most often to offer the
pupil some form of special education, often separate lessons alone or in groups or
classes. In those days, pupils with behavioral problems were put in special observation
classes, and pupils with learning difficulties were put in auxiliary classes.

This offer was on the whole directed at providing more of what they had already
choked on, that is, more lessons in Norwegian and/or maths. Following a process of
this nature | often finished up with a feeling that our attitudes and the action we took

contributed to increased feelings of inferiority and increased lack of self-confidence, to
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a degree that the whole process of building up a strong and healthy personality was
undermined. The help the school tried to give might therefore be part of a reinforced
process of rejection.

In 1973 | started as headmaster of a traditional special school for pupils within the
category of emotional and social problems. There my suppositions were further
confirmed. These pupils had been diagnosed, they knew who they were, what kind of
school they would go to and therefore what was expected of them: breaking windows,
truancy, drugs and crime. The prognosis for these pupils was very bad. A small
minority, however, managed quite well. On the other hand many developed in an anti-
social way and some of them died of an overdose. Part of the story is that one of my
first acts was to cut away the barbed wire on the school fence. Not many years ago the
school used to be nicknamed ”Oslo Compulsory Training School”.

This could not go on. As early as in the 1970’s we therefore started alternative
courses, what we called practical project work, in the shape of, for instance, pupils’
own businesses. So it was with great satisfaction that we saw that all our suppositions
and initiatives began to be reflected in the new curriculum planning. (First the National
Curriculum and then Curriculum -97).

The Norwegian educational system was developing in a humanistic direction..
We had been the first to start project teaching, in the 1970’s. The National Curriculum
of 1997 made project teaching compulsory. The local community, its characteristics
and workplaces, was defined as sa vital component of children’s education. Practical
work was an interwoven subject throughout the curriculum. Practical project work
became a separate voluntary subject to be coordinated with the choices of the school
and the pupil.In connection with the section on co-operation between the school and its
neighborhoods, most of our curriculum was listed in the national curriculum. It may be
mentioned that Sollerudstranda school was the very first to initiate pupils’ businesses.
Since then this has grown into a comprehensive form of education applied also in
many other countries.

Therefore we have developed various fields within the framework of

thecompulsory lessons in project work. One group runs a marina for boats that are lai
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up in winter. The pupils have all the customer-contact, write the bills, do the
accounting, write letters to the customers, and as a result they learn how to start and
run their own business. Theory from the curriculum becomes naturally connected to
tasks and situations related to work with the practical project so that the pupils
understand the usefulness of, for example, Norwegian and maths.

They comprise ventures, which fit in with our geographical position and local
community. Some of the pupils run a car repair shop, others have a keen interest in the
natural environment and have built water-steps for salmon in the river. One class has
pupils who have become expert in videos and the media. Most of the class want to go
in for communication, media, or the subject ”Design, shape and colour” in the Upper
Secondary School.. The same applies to the pupils who run our canteen. Besides these,
there is training for work in kindergartens, for forestry, and boat- building at our
Centre for Coastal Culture. Also we co-operate with the businesses in the
neighbourhood. There is, for instance, an insurance company nearby pupils join with
them in preventing accidents on the fjord. All our projects have well-qualified teachers
so that the pupils acquire real competence, and this helps them at the Upper Secondary
School or at their place of work.

Our vision for the pupils is that all of them will leave the 10-year compulsory
school (introduced in 1997) believing in themselves, convinced that they will do well
even though they may have experienced failures in the traditional subjects. | am sure
that self-confidence is the best medicine for the disquieting violence, crime and drug
addiction characteristic of many young people today. Our hope for Sollerudstranda
school today (April 2001) is consequently that it will one day be normalized as part of
diversified education in Oslo. A school that young people are free to choose on the
basis of their own interests and talents.

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CHILDREN AND FAMILY INTEGRATION IN SOCIETY

Every component of the early intervention system is relevant to inclusive

practices. Stressors created by a child’s characteristics can affect family pattern of
interaction and influence a child inclusion and may adversely influence a child
development as well.

The number of children with intellectual disabilities or at risk worldwide are
staggering. The number of children with disabilities in Moldova are around 14
thousands, and it is increasing with one thousand per year during last years.

The early years of life are a period of considerable opportunity for growth and
vulnerability to harm. Early intervention program can prevent, sometimes entirely, risk
factors from exerting their negative influence on children&#39;s development. For
children with identified intellectual disabilities early intervention cannot only
minimize intellectual delay, but can prevent other secondary complications.

Early intervention conceptualized as supporting the emerging relationship
between parents and children. Family-centered intervention is among the general
accepted principles of early intervention. Recent research has revealed that young
children with intellectual disabilities are at an extraordinary high risk for social
isolation from their peers. Without a knowledgeable and well-trained cadre of
professionals, there is no hope that comprehensive and optimal early intervention
support and services will be provided. Agreeing on &quot;common ground&#39;* for
professional training is one important step to ensure the availability of well-trained
professionals.

The principle of inclusion represents all efforts to maximize the participation of
children and families in typical home and communities activities. The ideological and
physiological rationales for a principle that encourages full participation of all children
in community life are important in their own right, but failure to translate this principle

into practice within the early intervention system will likely have numerous adverse
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consequences on children development, including limiting the fullrange of stimulation,
restricting social and educational, learning opportunities, etc.

Inclusion emphasizes full involvement of the child in family routines and in
social activities with relatives and friends, taking advantage of the entire array of
educational and recreational opportunities.

In 2008 we finished a research &quot;Elaboration of the model of early
intervention services for children with disabilities in Republic of Moldova&quot;.

The purpose of this investigation was to elaborate a model of early intervention
services for children with special needs via researching and analyzing the 3 basic
elements of this model: a) transdisciplinary team as a vital component of early
intervention services for children with disabilities and their families, b) the impact of
mother-child interaction on the effectiveness of early intervention services for children
with developmental delay and c) professional education in early intervention systems -
elaboration of curricula and best practice protocol in informing parents about diagnosis
of Cerebral Palsy.

We evaluated the changes in activity of the team of Centre of early
Intervention&quot;Voinicel&quot; (transdisciplinary approach) during 2 years of
activity, through analysis of team members; opinion and parents perception of changes
(interview, questionnaires, focus-group discussions) and ascertained that the Voinicel
team are progressing to become a transdisciplinary one; transdisciplinary model is a
solution in solving complex developmental problems in early life, there is a necessity
for professionals in El to work together as a team (Wilcoxon coefficient = -
2,955;0.005).

For second objective - the study included 20 mothers and 20 their children with
Down syndrome. Children were evaluated with the DAYC Scale (Developmental
Assessment of Young Children) and mothers&#39; behavior was coded with the
Maternal Behavior Rating Scale. We used 3 methods of evaluation of mothers&#39;
style of interaction: 1) questionnaires, 2) semi-structured interview and 3) videotape
recording of mothers while playing with their children. Results from this analysis

indicated that in the group of children with relative accelerated development most of
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mothers were sensitive to child;s interest, inventive in playing with the child,
responsive to the child;s behavior and 70% of them were using a moderate directive
intervention model. The moderate-directive style of mother-child interaction, adapted
to the child medical condition and his behavior, associated with receptive style of
interaction, represents an optimal model of parent-child interaction for a good child
development in case of developmental problems (y = 10,9; p&lt;0,05). The suggestive

style of interaction with affection has more significant influence on socio-
emotional development (y 2 = 11,3; p&lt;0,005), communicative domain (y 2 = 9,9;
p&It;0,01) and adaptive-behavioral child abilities (y 2 = 9,3; p&lt;0,01).

In order to collect deep information about which kind of training requirement are
regarded as relevant and about which kind of skills should be trained for professionals
working in early childhood intervention, a guideline for an qualitative interview has
been elaborated. With this guideline, 50 family physicians, 50 parents and 10
professionals in the field of early intervention have been interviewed in order to draw a
common picture of necessary knowledge and necessary competencies a specialist of
early intervention should have. On this base a draft version of a curriculum has been
elaborated, curricula what was partially implemented via elaboration of a practical
&quot;Guide of Early intervention services&quot;, didactic materials.

For the elaboration of a Guide of best practice in informing parents about
diagnosis of Cerebral palsy we analyzed opinions and degree of satisfaction of 40
parents with CP children, using a questionnaire and an semi-structured interview. For
evaluation of children we have used the standard method GMFCS - Gross Motor
Function Classification System for Cerebral Palsy (Rosembaum, P., Palisano, R.,
1997).

As a result of entire research we proposed a model of Early intervention services
providing for children with special needs.

THE STATE AND DEVELOPMENT OF ECONOMIC RELATIONS
BETWEEN UKRAINE AND TURKMENISTAN AT THE PRESENT STAGE

Determinants for the development of Ukrainian-Turkmen relations are: the Treaty
of Friendship and Cooperation (1992), the Protocol on the Establishment of
Diplomatic Relations (1992), the Protocol on Cooperation and Coordination of
Activities between the Ministries of Foreign Affairs (1992), the Consular Convention (
1998), Agreement on the further development of interstate relations (2002). These
documents set out the basic principles of bilateral relations in the political, economic
and humanitarian spheres.

Trade and economic relations between Ukraine and Turkmenistan are based on
the following main treaties and agreements: Free Trade Agreement between Ukraine
and Turkmenistan (1994); Agreement on Cooperation and Mutual Assistance in
Compliance with Tax Legislation (2001); Agreement on Mutual Encouragement and
Protection of Investments (1998). Agreement on long-term trade and economic
cooperation (2011). In general, relations in the trade and economic sphere at the
intersectoral, sectoral and interregional levels are regulated by more than fifty
agreements, treaties and other legal acts.

Basic agreements regulating cooperation in the economic sphere are
supplemented and specified by a number of contractual legal acts in the field of
industry: Agreement on processing and transportation of export-import and transit
cargo of Turkmenistan, Agreement on organization of mutual supplies of raw materials
and light industry products; Protocol for reconciliation of payments for products
supplied by clearing in accordance with the Intergovernmental Agreement on Trade
and Economic Cooperation between Ukraine and Turkmenistan and the Agreement on
Determining the Basis and Principles of Development of Bilateral Trade and
Economic Relations for 1995 and subsequent years.
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The established legal framework of bilateral relations also has appropriate
conditions for the development of interregional cooperation. To date, the following
have been signed and are in force: Agreement between the capital of Ukraine, the city
of Kyiv, and the capital of Turkmenistan, the city of Ashgabat (2001); Agreement
between the Odessa Regional State Administration and the Akhal Velayat on
cooperation in trade, economic, scientific, technical and humanitarian fields (2001);
Agreement between Illichivsk City Council and Turkmenbashi City Council on Trade,
Economic, Scientific, Technical and Humanitarian Cooperation (2001); Agreement
between the Donetsk Regional State Administration of Ukraine and the Khakimlik of
the Balkan Velayat of Turkmenistan on trade, economic, scientific, technical and
humanitarian cooperation (2005); Agreement between the Donetsk Regional State
Administration of Ukraine and Khyakimlik of the Lebap Velayat of Turkmenistan on
trade, economic, scientific, technical and cultural cooperation (2012); Agreement
between the Kharkiv Regional State Administration of Ukraine and Khyakimlik of the
Mari Velayat of Turkmenistan on trade, economic, scientific, technical and cultural
cooperation (2012).

As of January 1, 2017, the legal framework of Ukrainian-Turkmen relations
included 135 signed documents of interstate, intergovernmental, interdepartmental and
interregional nature, and at the end of 2019 their number is more than 150. They are
guidelines that allow for mutually beneficial cooperation in almost all areas of mutual
interest.

Thus, economic cooperation is mutually beneficial for both countries and has a

great future in the future.
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DEVELOPMENT OF POLITICAL RELATIONS BETWEEN UKRAINE
AND TURKMENISTAN AT THE TURN OF XX - XXI CENTURIES

The collapse of the USSR led to the emergence of a number of new independent

states. This required the formation of modern relations between them in all spheres of
interstate and international cooperation. The main ones were political, economic and
humanitarian.

They gained dynamic development between Ukraine and Turkmenistan.
Turkmenistan recognized Ukraine as an independent state on December 20, 1991.
Diplomatic relations between Ukraine and Turkmenistan were established on October
10, 1992.

They acquired special significance and fruitfulness in the first years of the XXI
century. Political contacts at various levels were a priority. It was these contacts that
laid an important foundation for the development of political relations and the
formation of an effective legal framework. The latter determined the directions and
success in all spheres of interstate and international cooperation.

First, during 2001-2019, political contacts took place at the highest level, which is
characterized by visits by presidents.

Thus, in April 2002, a Joint Communiqué was adopted following the official visit
of the President of Ukraine to Turkmenistan.

In September 2011, the President of Ukraine paid an official visit to
Turkmenistan.

In March 2012 - the state visit of the President of Turkmenistan to Ukraine.

In February 2013 - the state visit of the President of Ukraine to Turkmenistan.

In October 2015 - the official visit of the President of Ukraine to Turkmenistan.

It was during the visits at the highest level that the main strategic directions of the
next interstate and international cooperation were determined, which were then

specified, secondly, during the mutual visits of high-level official delegations.
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According to the author's own estimates, between 2001 and 2019, four to twelve
official visits of high-ranking officials of both countries took place.

Among them are the visits of foreign ministers (2013 and 2015).

In general, 2013 is the most fruitful year. January 29-30 - working visit to
Turkmenistan of the Vice Prime Minister of Ukraine, Co-Chair of the Joint Ukrainian-
Turkmen Intergovernmental Commission on Economic, Cultural and Humanitarian
Cooperation, during which an extraordinary meeting of the QMS was held; March 27-
30 - working visit of the Minister of Culture of Ukraine to Turkmenistan; April 27-28 -
working visit of the Minister of Energy and Coal Industry of Ukraine and the Minister
of Infrastructure of Ukraine to Turkmenistan; May 21-22 - visit of the Minister of
Ecology and Natural Resources of Ukraine to Turkmenistan; September 26 - Meeting
of the Minister for Foreign Affairs of Ukraine with the Deputy Chairman of the
Cabinet of Ministers, Minister for Foreign Affairs of Turkmenistan RO Meredov in the
framework of participation in the 68th session of the UN General Assembly; October
17-18 - visit of the OSCE Chairman-in-Office, Minister for Foreign Affairs of Ukraine
and Minister of Energy and Coal Industry of Ukraine to Turkmenistan to participate in
the International High-Level Conference "Energy Security and Sustainable
Development - OSCE Perspective"; October 25-26 - working visit of the Vice Prime
Minister of Ukraine, Co-Chair of the Joint Intergovernmental Commission on
Economic, Cultural and Humanitarian Cooperation to participate in the celebrations on
the occasion of the 22nd anniversary of Turkmenistan's independence; November 12-
15 - working visit of the Minister of Education and Science of Ukraine to
Turkmenistan to participate in the International Exhibition and Conference "Education,
Sports and Tourism in the Age of Power and Happiness"; December 2-4 - working
visit of the Minister of Health of Ukraine to Turkmenistan to participate in the
International Conference on Noncommunicable Diseases; December 5-6 - working
visit of the Deputy Chairman of the Cabinet of Ministers, Minister of Foreign Affairs
of Turkmenistan RO Meredov to Ukraine to participate in the OSCE Ministerial
Summit, etc. It was during these visits that specific measures of joint cooperation in

various spheres of interstate and international cooperation were developed.
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Third, political relations were concretized in the process of establishing concrete
cooperation at the regional level.

A typical example is the agreements of 2012: between the Donetsk Regional State
Administration of Ukraine and Khyakimlik of the Lebap Velayat of Turkmenistan and
between the Kharkiv Regional State Administration of Ukraine and Khyakimlik of the
Mari Velayat of Turkmenistan on trade, economic, scientific, technical and cultural
cooperation.

Fourth, political relations were manifested and implemented in contracts and
agreements between individual industrial, medical, scientific, educational, etc.
enterprises and institutions. Typical examples are: the agreement between the Chamber
of Commerce and Industry of Ukraine and the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of
Turkmenistan on the establishment of the Business Council and its rules of procedure
(2009); the same year agreement on cooperation between the National Transport
University (Kyiv, Ukraine) and the Turkmen State Institute of Transport and
Communications (Ashgabat, Turkmenistan); 2015 agreement on mutual cooperation
between the National University of Life and Environmental Sciences of Ukraine and
the Turkmen Agricultural University named after SA Niyazov and many other
agreements and treaties.

Thus, it can be stated that the political relations between Ukraine and
Turkmenistan in the XXI century had a dynamic and mutually beneficial development,
had a positive effect on cooperation in various socio-economic, cultural and many

other areas.
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FOLK TRADITIONS OF SLOBOZHANSHCHINA POPULATION.

Sloboda Ukraine (Slobozhanshchina) is historical and geographical Ukrainian

region, which includes the eastern regions of modern Ukraine (Kharkiv region,
southeast of Sumy region, northern regions of Luhansk region and Donetsk region).

"Slobozhanshchina is one of several regions of Ukraine, formed on the
wilderness of the Wild Steppe between the indeterminate political boundaries of the
three states -Russia, the Commonwealth and the Crimean Khanate during the XVII-
XVIII centuries. Long time the intermediate position between the forest and the
steppe, the settled and the nomadic population, on intersections of ancient tracts open
to both trade, diplomacy, and horrific, devastating robberies made this area a zone of
intense contacts and interactions of different civilizations and cultures” [2, p. 6].

The purpose of this report is to examine the folk traditions and lifestyle of the
population Slobozhanshchina.

For most of the territory of Ukraine, including Slobozhanshchina, is
characteristic of one type of traditional dwelling. The basis for it should be considered
sedentary farming life, life and related rituals and customs.

Combating the natural element, the desire for a variety of means to appease it,
the desire to ensure the reliability and durability of new housing — all this was reflected
in the customs and rituals associated with the choice of place, time construction of
housing, its bookmarks, completion of construction. Bookmark new houses, the
beginning of the construction of the manor was always accompanied by many
ceremonies.

Most attention was paid to choosing a place to live. Was forbidden to build on
the place where the road used to go, had someone killed or maimed, was a house burnt
with lightning. "Unclean" and unsuitable for construction of the house, there was also

a place where, according to legend, there was a ghoul."Clean", happy, suitable for

building a home were considered places where cattle lay, ants were kept (the latter
acted as a symbol fertility).

From the descriptions of the national construction of the Slobozhanshchina,
preserved in different documents, it is possible to learn that the Slobodchanka built
wooden houses, walls weaved from the tail and treated with clay, and in some
localities amounted to stone. The roofs were laid with straw. The edges of the roof
were diverted from the wall and spiraled on whiskers that were supported by the
columns. Thanks to this, the houses gained more attractive original shape.

A special place in the interior of the house was given to the stove, which is in
Slobozhanshchinacalled "varista". It was smeared with clay, then bleached. There were
furnaces with embossed samples different colors, as well as painted — with a variety of
decor.

For a long time, the bulk of the settlers in the territory of Slobozhanshchina
kept the traditions of their ethnic areas where they used to live. In the future,
psychology actually Slobozhan, their demeanor, labor customs, attitudes to religion are
few than differed from Ukrainian other ethnographic regions of Ukraine.

In the spiritual culture of the Slavs, a significant place was occupied by the
religious sphere. Attending a church was considered an obligation for every peasant.

Public leisure was an important part of the Slobozian life- "streets”, "evening
parties"”, "parties”, during which children, youth and adults sang songs, danced, played
different games.

Slobozhans kept ancient rites connected with the main events in life of a
person: birth, marriage and death.

The first ritual action was christening. The midwife transfers the newborn baby
to her godfather and says: "hold you newborn, and us offer a prayer and be baptized".

Wedding in Slobozhanshchina has long attracted the attention of
ethnographers, playwrights, artists and scientists. Mostly weddings were played after
the Intercession, because it is the continuation of the human race and the keeper of all

that goes on life on earth.
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Rituals and customs associated with a sad event complete the life of a person,
and it is with death. A complex system of funeral rites, the main whose idea was to
honor the dead and the cult of their ancestors.

All the actions that were carried out during the burial of the deceased were
aimed at both ensuring the successful transition of the "soul" of the deceased into the
world of ancestors, and so on protecting the living from the harmful effects of the
"spirit" of the dead. After all, death meant tearing away from the body not only the
"soul”, but also the "spirit" that could “return” and vampire the living.

After the burial, commemorations were held with obligatory use ritual dishes.
They also commemorated the deceased after nine days (nine), forty (forty) and a year
later (anniversary).

In the XIX century in Slobozhanshchina there was a whole complex of
calendar and household holidays and ceremonies. Especially a lot of them were in the
spring-summer cycle. Slobozhaneadhered to posts (Filippov, Great Post, Petrovka,
Uspensky), and believed in different beliefs regarding the days of the week. Monday
started any important matters. The female part of the population should respect the
environment, because "Wednesday -Secret Girl "takes care that women do nothing on
this day: not washed heads, do not scratch your hair. On Friday it was impossible to
spin, wash, gillinen, shake soot, smear oven. For Holy Friday, which in
Slobozhanshchina identified with the image of "Fate", the summer housewives
prepared gifts — bread, salt, a spoon, a little fish soup or gruel, and all this was laid on a
table laida tablecloth. Sunday was considered a holy day. To work on this day is a
greater sin than on church holidays. IN late 19th century these beliefs are gradually
disappearing.

In Slobozhanschyna, all the main holidays of the Orthodox Church were
celebrated.

So, the festive and ceremonial sphere as an organic part of spiritual life Sloboda
was based on inherited from previous generations the best folk traditions. Here, as in
other ethnographic regions of Ukraine, there was an interweaving of ancient pagan

rituals with Christian traditions. However, the Slobodian had their own peculiarities.
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COMPUTER GAMES AS A WAY OF REMOTE TYPE OF HISTORICAL
INFORMATION

Digital media offer different forms of manipulation of information for the purpose
of detailed reproduction and transmission of the past. They have benefits that enhance,
complement, and compete with print media. Print and digital are different media that
have different strengths and weaknesses and have different effects on the perception of
factual material contained in them. It is digital media that has largely influenced the
formation of the so-called open learning environment [1]. This technology creates an
active learning environment that aims to provide the audience with a clear historical
interpretation of certain past phenomena, and invites participants in the educational
process to reflect on the depth, complex relationships, alternatives, and specific
situations often found in the context of historical material. Or which do not emphasize
the lack of lecture time. In these circumstances, new digital technologies are becoming
important tools that help comprehensively uncover all aspects of history, transforming
the cognitive role of the student from passive to active. Thanks to audio-visual content,
it is possible to integrate a larger amount of «passing» historical information into
teaching, to make it interesting for the «information civilizationy audience.

In its development the computer games have been several qualitatively different

stages of development, each characterized by not only the quality of graphic
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reproduction and ease of interface, but the content of relevant content. It was the
history-oriented computer games that have shown the highest quality transformation in
this sense. By the end of the 2000s, a computer historical game appealed not so much
to the accuracy of historical information but to stereotypes [2].

An important point in the development of historical computer projects, was the
possibility of a full reflection of reality played out in the game events. Computer
strategies incorporate a variety of historical information, and the player chooses close
simulations of the historical past; the game carries different types of alternative
storytelling. With the development of computer technology, the improvement of
graphics gradually began to develop a genre of computer game, such as RTS (real time
strategy), to date one of the leading genres in the gaming industry. A new global
strategy genre was formed based on this genre RTS. A historical computer game is
attractive to players in that its dynamic characteristics are based on enabling the user to
actively intervene in the course of the main historical events.

The task of developers of historical projects was to create not just games based on
historical events, but a series of historical reconstructions. An equally important
component of historical play is the creation of an atmosphere of a historical era.
Similar effects are achieved through various graphic designs and models that display a
degree of certainty of the reality of time.

Wargames is a computer strategy game that simulates military operations in
which the player simulates a historical event that occurred during a certain historical
period. Each player controls a set of troops of a certain historical period, military units
move and fight according to the rules that reflect the tactics of this historical period.
Recently, game developers have continued to use military themes to prepare game
scenarios. The problem of war as a sociocultural crisis is beginning to be seen in new
ways in game projects. This gives a different meaning to the concept of «historical
computer gamey. The technological advances of modern computers make it possible to
create the most realistic picture of the historical reality of a project played out in a

particular project. Such attempts at psychological impact are only just beginning to
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penetrate game development. The most popular topic in the last 20 years of the
development of computer games — «World War I1» - still has not lost its popularity.

These features of computer strategic games can be used in history lessons in
secondary and high school, because teenagers, as an age group, have their own
psychological characteristics of communication with a teacher and their own
psychological characteristics of perception and assimilation of information. Often the
«dry» factual material that history books offer to students seems uninteresting to them.
Accordingly, that which is not interesting is not remembered, and vice versa.

Historical computer games can directly affect the self-educational component of
players. Scenarios of historical games largely support mass historical stereotypes,
contribute to their consolidation and distribution. At the same time, in some countries,
developers do not adhere to historical reliability, but within political expediency,
which leads to a distortion in the perception of historical information by some social
groups of the population of these countries, especially young people.

Dynamic scenarios of computer games make it possible to form a contour of the
structure of historical information, within the framework of which each user can have
an active influence on the solution of game problems, correlate his presentation with
the specifics of the era of the proposed game. The scenario of a historical computer
game allows the researcher to understand the meanings of game tasks, determine the
degree of correctness of the use of historical data, and identify stereotypes on which
game developers rely.

In addition to the world-famous historical computer games, the scenarios of which
immerse players in the historical details of the era of antiquity, the ancient and
medieval East or World Wars, we would like to dwell on another topic that directly
reflects the capabilities of computer games as a tool for a remote type of historical
information on a global scale.

This is the theme of Chernobyl. In 2007, few young people were interested in the
nuclear tragedy in Ukraine. And if they heard about this technological disaster, they
did not know the extent of the destruction and the consequences. Everything changed

when the Ukrainian company GSC Game World released the S.T.A.L.K.E.R. (Shadow
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of Chernobyl — 2007; Clear Sky — 2008 and Call of Pripyat — 2009). These were games
in the computer role-playing game (CRPG) genre, in which participants take on certain
roles and collectively create a story or follow an existing history, acting in fictitious
situations in accordance with their roles. Unlike someone who watches a movie or
reads a book that is a passive participant, the RPG player himself makes the decisions
that make up the plot. That is, in the case of games on historical subjects, players
model story reality in accordance with their knowledge and skills, which further
immerses the player in the history.

Developers in this series of games S.T.A.L.K.E.R. although created an
«alternative history of Ukraine», but they created a surge of interest in the true history
of the Chernobyl disaster, its causes and consequences, and to the realization of how
the disaster affected the future history of Ukraine itself in the context of world history.
The third part of this series of computer games is distinguished by the relatively high
historical reliability of the game locations, since the developers made a visit to the
Exclusion Zone to fix the details, and together with the players of the first two parts
studied the film-photo chronicle of events.

At the moment, there are five of the most ambitious and detailed computer games
in the historical locations of Pripyat and Chernobyl. In addition to the mentioned series
S.T.A.L.K.E.R. we will also highlight games such as «Fear the Wolves», which takes
place in the Chernobyl zone with a total area of 25 km?. «Wareface» — the modes of
this game allow the player to find himself in the abandoned city of Pripyat. «Call Of
Duty 4: Modern Warfare» — a game in which there is a 15-minute mission in Pripyat.
«Chernobyl VR Project» - an interactive virtual tour that allows the user to wander
around certain places in Pripyat (3 locations are currently available: a school, a hut and
an apartment building) and view documentary 360 ° videos and photos. All this with
the comments of the creators, as well as with audio recordings of the stories of people
who once lived here.

These computer games, which cover a large-scale audience of players of all
generations in many countries, in our opinion, serve as effective transmitters of

historical information.
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So, at present historical computer game is facing such important tasks as:
maximum reliability of historical information, high-quality transfer of information by
improving the technical component of games, as well as gradually combining genre

features and formation of a single complex space of historical computer game.

the educational tasks facing development in Ukraine as a whole and before general
educational institutions in particular. At the present stage of development, new
pedagogical technologies are being developed in theoretical and didactic aspects.

The acceleration of the pace of life, the large flow of knowledge that affects the
modern man, requires him to quickly find the right solution, using search methods,
using a large variety of sources of information. In this regard, interactive methods are
increasingly used in pedagogical practice among traditional forms and teaching
methods. This demand is explained by the fact that such training is aimed at increasing
the cognitive activity of students, enhancing the activity approach to learning and the
implementation of joint activities aimed at cooperative processing of educational
information with the development of new knowledge personally to each student in the
optimal only for him mode. Interactive teaching methods were quickly recognized by
teachers and managers as an effective means of implementing new educational
technologies.

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THE ROLE OF INFOGRAPHICS IN RELAYING HISTORICAL FACTS

The ancestors of modern man left their messages in the form of drawings, using the
available means at hand, thanks to which masterpieces of rock art have reached us. All
this can be repeated - “return to the past” is connected with the fact that huge amounts of
data require, and modern technologies allow using new approaches for presenting data.
One of these approaches is infographics, a distant descendant of cave paintings.

The prototypes of infographics can be found in the drawings of the Neolithic period,
with time the text became the main means for transmitting information - most likely
because this form of information transfer agrees well with oral speech and is technically
simpler than graphical. For millennia, the development of infographics was hindered by
the technical complexity of creating drawings and high demands on the abilities of artists
and engravers. Almost anyone can be taught to write texts, and not everyone can draw.
Only in the 21st century with the advent of computer tools and technologies for creating
drawings, the opportunity exists for the mass creation of infographic materials by people
who do not possess any artistic talent.

Speaking of history, we confine ourselves only to that part of infographics, which is
associated with the visualization of tabular data. People began to use the tabular
presentation of data in the form of rows and columns about two thousand years ago, but
until the middle of the XIV century, no one had an idea about the possibility of
representing this kind of data in graphical form. For the first time, the scientist monk
Nikolay Orezmsky suggested drawing tables with graphics, who drew a kind of
geographical maps with latitudes and longitudes. Two hundred years later, the French
mathematician and philosopher Rene Descartes in 1637 formalized a graphic approach to
table visualization.

As a result of scientific and technical progress, a transformation of the information

space took place. The volume of information increases, new ways of its distribution
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appear. The modern process of communication is most effectively built on the
visualization of transmitted information. According to the research, a person perceives
90% of the information through the visual channel, while 70% of the information is
absorbed from the text, and when combining the illustration and the text, the percentage
of the acquired information increases to 95%.

In connection with these trends, one of the urgent problems of modern pedagogy is
the development of more efficient ways of presenting educational information. In the
process of communicating historical facts to students, for many years, such methods as
visualization and visualization, based on the development of didactic visual aids,
representing - tables, charts, diagrams, maps.

R. Arnheim, Ya.A. were engaged in the issues of visualization methodology and
visualization in educational texts. Komensky, K.D. Ushinsky. The ways of creating a
visual information model are studied in the pedagogical works of A.A. Verbitsky. The
design stages of visualization were studied by D. Zhelazny, V.V. Laptev, E. Tafti.

With the help of infographics it is possible to transform the educational process into
an active, motivated, volitional, emotionally colored, cognitive activity. The use of
visualization in historical facts allows you to visually show the relationship of subject
and object, as well as time and space, contributes to the rapid development of work in the
presence of complex processes of its implementation, explaining the relationship between
elements, describing the stages of activity. Properly designed infographics makes it
possible to motivate students to study a large body of data.

Information graphics is a unique method of conveying information, one of the
innovative ways of learning in various types of disciplines. The visualized information is
more easily transmitted and perceived between the participants of the communicative
process. Transmission of information with the help of well-built visual structures implies
greater activity of students and allows you to spend less time on lectures, which makes it
possible to more effectively engage in practical and creative activities [4, p. 16-24].

In educational books, traditionally, a large place is given to drawings, diagrams,

photographs, tables, diagrams, maps. From the beginning of the 20th century, visualized
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information appears in such editions intended for children's reading as “Alphabet” and
“Primer”.

In the process of historical development, certain ways have emerged to include data
visualization in educational texts.

Infographic is an effective solution to the problem of transferring information in
lectures of almost any level of complexity. The existing century-old traditions in data
visualization are not lost, but develop and find new ways of becoming and areas of

application.
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The work of the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) is based on the
Geneva Conventions of 1949, their additional protocols, the international movement’s
statues of the Red Cross and the Red Crescent, and the resolutions of the International
Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies. The ICRC is an independent, neutral

organization that provides humanitarian protection and assistance to war victims and
victims of armed violence.

It takes the necessary measures in response to emergencies and contributes to the
observance of international humanitarian law and its implementation in national
legislation.

The International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies (IFRC)
was founded in 1919 in Paris, after the First World War. The war had shown the need
for close cooperation between Red Cross Societies, which, with the help of their
humanitarian activities, helped millions of war prisoners and combatants, attracting
millions of volunteers and creating the basis for further work of the organization.

Henry Davison was the president of the American Red Cross Committee, who
proposed the formation of a federation of these national societies. The International
Medical Conference, initiated by Davison, led to the birth of the League of Red Cross
which was renamed into League of Red Cross and Red Crescent lately in October
1983, and then became the International Red Cross and Red Crescent Society in
November 1991.

The first goal of the ICRC was to improve the health of people in countries that
suffered significant losses during the four years of war. Its goal was “strengthening
and unification for activities in the field of health care of already existing Red Cross
societies and promoting the creation of new partnerships”. There were five founding
communities: Great Britain, France, Italy, Japan and the United States. This number
has increased over the years, and now there are 190 recognized national societies - one
in almost every country in the world.

The Ukrainian Red Cross began its activity in Kiev on April 18, 1918. In October
28, 1992, the President of Ukraine issued the Red Cross Society of Ukraine decree,
according to which it is recognized as the only National Red Cross, authorized to
provide support to public authorities in their activities in the humanitarian sphere.

We can say, that historical changes in society were noted on this
structure. Due to a well-coordinated network of organizations, which is operating in
the relevant spheres of life, we can talk about the positive effects of work.

The already existing organizational structure of the International Red Cross
nowadays is characterized by the presence of number authorities that form the
International Red Cross, which includes: National Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies, League of Red Cross Societies and the so-called International Committee of
the Red Cross. The supreme governing authority of IRC is the International
Conference, between which meetings the principal issues are solving by the constant

commission of IRC. Consequently, the Federation, League of Nations, and Red Cross
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Committees are integral components without which the activities of such an

organization are simply impossible.
